2. Reasons for the dividend payment
The Bank regards returning profits to shareholders as an important aspect of its operations.

The Bank targets a minimum dividend payout ratio of 35% and maintains a basic policy of
paying dividends twice a year (interim and term-end dividend payments).
We decided to pay a term-end dividend of 2,750 yen per share in addition to the interim
dividend of 2,450 yen per share, resulting in a fiscal 2009 dividend per share of 5,200 yen.
Moreover, for fiscal 2010 we forecast an interim dividend of 2,600 yen and a term-end
dividend of 2,600 yen, resulting in a forecast dividend for the fiscal year of 5,200 yen.
